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Senior Playing Privileges are granted by the Evergreen Board of Directors under special situations to allow Junior members to book courts during Senior playing times and play on the Senior ladder. This privilege is given to Juniors who have demonstrated a certain level of squash skill and a keenness to improve their game. The privilege carries with it certain responsibilities and may be withdrawn at any time if those responsibilities are not properly carried out. Award and withdrawal of Senior Playing Privileges is at the sole discretion of the Evergreen Board of Directors.

The following conditions apply to Juniors granted Senior playing privileges'

1. Must abide by all club rules.

2. Must exhibit good sportsmanship on the court (at Evergreen and at other clubs).

3. Must play in the Evergreen, Victoria and Provincial Junior tournaments representing Evergreen.

4. Must "

· regularly attend the Evergreen Junior sessions, and/or

· assist in coaching the Junior sessions at the request of the Evergreen squash pro, and/or

· play as a regular member of a Squash BC accredited league team representing Evergreen

In addition to the above, Juniors are encouraged to play on the adult box ladder system and make a commitment to arrange that the games are played.
